Futurewold recently held a seminar on
Bio energy and Bio fuels. The first
speaker was Cootamundra farmer,
Bruce Smith who has been growing
canola for bio diesel fuel for ten years.
He is a strong supporter of bio fuels
which are sustainable and renewable
fuels that can be developed from crops
grown on the farm. World wide the
production of bio fuels such as ethanol
and bio diesel is rejuvenating the
agricultural industry and providing much
needed alternative income for farmers.
Bob Gordon, executive director of the
Renewable Fuel Association of
Australia, which represents the
commercial interests of growers and
processors, was the second speaker.
He stated that “Europe and the United
States of America have major strategies
in place to produce bio fuels, to make
them less dependent on oil from foreign
sources, which will begin to run out by
2008".

This is due not only to diminishing
supplies but to the huge demands for oil
now being made by China and India.

One of the major strategies is switching
from petrol fuel to diesel which is more
fuel efficient and cheaper to produce
than petrol. It is estimated that by 2010
seventy percent of all cars in Europe will
be powered by diesel engines rather
than petrol engines.

Diesel fuel fumes contain coarse
particles which are insoluble, are
inhaled onto the surface of lungs of
people and are responsible for the black
smoke coming from diesel trucks and
cars. More dangerous to human health
are the very fine particles emitted from
diesel fuel which are water soluble and
can get into all organs of the body.

These particles are carcinogenic and
can lead to major respiratory, cancer
and cardiac problems. However the
adding of twenty five percent bio fuels to
diesel can reduce these emissions by
half.

Bio fuels by themselves do not smell,
produce no fumes or particles, readily
break down and do no harm to the soil,
water or animal or marine life.

In the United States, massive planting of
crops suitable for the production of bio
fuels is occurring. This alone will greatly
reduce Greenhouse Gas emissions and
significantly help America to meet

Kyoto Protocol standards.

Australia is a long way behind. Bio fuels
are produced here from canola, rape
and mustard winter crops and safflower,
sunflower and canola summer crops.
Tallow is also used. Altogether they
produce only one percent of all fuels.
Sugar cane is the main source of
ethanol.

However Bob Gordon stated “In the long
run Australia will be forced to follow in
the steps of Europe and America and
attempt to become self sufficient in the
production of renewable fuels for the
sake of our economy, transport fuel and
other energy needs”.

While it is still not possible to buy bio
diesel in the lllawarra, there are petrol
stations in Wollongong, Albion Park and
Shoalhaven that provide a ten percent
ethanol-petrol mix. They should be
supported.

This Seminar has been complemented
by the arrival of a new interactive display
at Futureworld on Sustainable
Transport from the Road and Traffic
Authority. This display emphasises
walking, cycling and using public
transport as the most desirable
transport options and includes a
computer model where users can
identify how much energy they used in
getting to Futureworld. The Display also
points to the many reasons to choose
the smallest most fuel efficient car for
your needs, the fact that buying a
hybrid petrol electric car can reduce the
car's Greenhouse Gas emissions by
eighty percent and the future
commercial development of hydrogen
fuel cell cars that emit only water.
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The recent rise in interest rates
combined with escalating fuel
prices, brought under the
spotlight the precarious financial
position many families are under in this
country. Although the Federal
government would like us to believe that
the solution to our nation’s health
problems are personal rather than
social or economic this is a shallow
approach to a much more complex
issue. Instead we need to look more
deeply at major economic change and
the influence that household debt has
on the health of Australian people.

So what does our level of debt have to
do with my family’s health? Australian
households carry some of the highest
levels of household debt in the
developed world and this change in
debt level has occurred rapidly since
the mid 1980’s. Over the past decade,
household debt has increased by an
average annual rate of 14%, well above
household income growth, with the ratio
of debt to income increasing from 56%
to 125% ®.

To service this high level of debt, both
adults in traditional two parent family
structures need to work and the stress
on single parent households is often
more acute. When income security is
poor, as reflected in the casualisation of
the Australian workforce, it creates a
sense of desperation as households
struggle to meet debt obligations. This
desperation creates relationship
tensions which can contribute to
relationship breakdowns®. When
relationships break down both parents
are inevitably financially worse off.
Furthermore life is often more
complicated with shared responsibility
for children. From the situation in which
both parents are working and may be
asset rich but time poor, the separated
family is often asset poor and time
poorer.

DEBT leaves no time for hes

Atarecent urban planning and health
conference the issue of time poverty
and time pressure was identified as
being of critical importance in the likely
success of health and environmental
interventions. Lyndall Strazdins from the
Australian National University pointed
out that, “People need time to keep
healthy, to exercise, to maintain strong
social bonds, to prepare nutritious
meals and some people are so time
poor they can no longer take the time
they need for their health”®. But time
poverty is not an independent variable in
the health of Australians. Itis an
outcome of massive changes which
have occurred in the structure of
Australia’s workforce and the powerful
economic drivers which have forced this
change.

Over most age groups, the main reason
we don't walk 10,000 steps per day, eat
more nutritious meals or visit the doctor
more frequently is ‘lack of time’. In the
National Physical Activity Survey (1999)
the authors also acknowledge that
“pressures associated with modern
living including longer working hours, are
influencing the physical activity
behaviours of Australian adults™® .

Unfortunately, many government health
promotion programs think the answer is
to tell people more often what they
should be doing - a little like speaking
more loudly to a deaf person. Providing
yet more information will make us more
knowledgeable about what we should be
doing but will continue to be completely
unsuccessful in shifting people to
actually undertake healthier behaviours.
The state government recently launched
a website called
www.healthykids.nsw.gov.au which is
packed full of well meaning information
about all the things parents should be
doing to keep their kids healthy. But
unfortunately it presumes people live in
some kind of social vacuum where the
pressures of their daily lives have no
influence on their ability to act in the
best interests of their child. People do
not need more information about what is
or isn’t healthy. Numerous studies
including the National Physical Activity
Survey show that, in general, people

know they shouldn’t smoke, should do
regular exercise and should eat lower
fat meals with plenty of fresh fruit and
vegies.

Why don’t we? Because if you are
working 40-60 hours per week to service
your household debt, put petrol in your
vehicle so that you can get to work and
then pick up the children from childcare
even the steeliest resolve to ‘get
healthy’ is quickly broken by the day to
day practicalities of modern Australian
life. The symptoms of a time poor and
stressed society are visible in the rising
rates of mental illness which our nation
is facing.

If we want people to be able to act on
the plethora of health advice available
we need to break the debt cycle which
is crippling the foundations of family life.
The biggest battle health experts have
is against the forces which encourage
debt and those which promote uncertain
employment conditions. Of course we
also have a battle against our own
desires for ever increasing levels of
personal comfort and luxury. When
encouraged by lenders and retailers to
further ratchet up our level of debt on the
surround sound plasma TV or latest
luxury car we must also weigh up the
potential personal costs.

One of the best things people can do for
their health is to cut up their credit
cards, place a ‘No Junk Mail’ sign on
their letterbox and then go for walk with
their family without fearing that the
house of cards will come crashing down
around them.

* anditis celebrating our culture of
community with food.

The Food Fairness lllawarra Alliance
has continued to move forward in leaps
and bounds and is growing in numbers
by the day. At the recent bi-monthly
meeting we had a number of new
members which was fantastic, and we
continue to welcome all interested
people to getinvolved in this innovative
network.

The July meeting was attended by two
special guest speakers:

- MrBarry Page, Manager of
Foodbank NSW

- Ms Ronni Khan, Founder of
OzHarvest.

Both shared the history and story of
these organisations and were inspiring
in helping us become aware of how to
seize upon the idea of “food rescue”. As
in every community and town, many
businesses, restaurants and markets
are required to dispose of food that is
considered ‘unsaleable’, however is
often still fit for consumption. Given the
alarming numbers of people in our

community who experience hunger, and
have limited access to affordable
healthy food, it is a situation that
requires community action to ensure we
waste as little food as possible for the
benefit of those who need it most.

In other news, our input into the Healthy
Local Government Grant application
was successful, and the Community
Food Access Project has begun based
in Wollongong City Council, in
consultation with the Alliance.

University of Wollongong Public Health
students have continued to conduct
data collection on food providers and
outlets in the area, which are soon to be
handed to Forbes Rigby Engineering to
be mapped using GIS technology. Their
generous donation of time and
resources of this technology will help
greatly in highlighting and understanding
the particular issues of food insecurity
in the lllawarra.

Finally, we are excited to announce that
the Alliance is planning another Food
Fairness Forum to coincide with Anti-
Poverty week in October. We hope to
have an interesting variety of local
information, workshops and resources
available at the forum. We are open to
ideas and contributions for this exciting
event so please don't hesitate to getin
touch!

Men’s Shed
Heal th Pro ject

This initiative, funded by the lllawarra
Area Assistance Scheme and in
partnership with the Multicultural Health
Service and the Health Promotion Unit
at SESIAHS has been running since
October 2005. It provides a group
space and program for men to engage
in creative and manual activities.

The project is aimed at men who:

come from culturally and
linguistically diverse backgrounds;

are over 40;

are unemployed, retired, retrenched
or on Workcover;

live in the Central and Southern
suburbs of Wollongong LGA,

may be isolated from the
community, lack support networks,
and poorly prepared for a life away
from traditional work;

may suffer from mental health
problems or depression.

The project is run by two facilitators,
with additional input from trainers with
specialist skills. Activities may include
welding, mosaic, majolica tiles,
woodwork, carving, wrought iron and
other manual skills. The project aims to
do a variety of activities, both personal
projects as well as larger work that
benefits the broader community.

The focus is on group work and group
cohesion, skills development,
developing friendships and self-esteem,
and the confidence to access other
initiatives and services. It also assists
participants to access other training
and services if they show an interest in
particular areas.

The project aims to involve group
members in decision making and
planning as much as possible, as a
way of giving them ownership of the
group. The Men’s Shed Health Project
is not a drop in facility, rather it
operates in specific hours with a
particular focus on group work and co-
operation.

CHILD RESTRAINTS — GETTING IT RIGHT TO KEEP KIDS SAFE!!

The “Choose Right Fit Right” Child
Restraint Campaign in the lllawarra has
now been completed. From February
until the end of May, Healthy Cities
lllawarra worked alongside the
SESIAHS Multicultural

Health Service and

Community Health

Promotion to implement

arange of local

strategies raising

community awareness of

the correct selection and

fitting of child restraints.

This is a major child
safety issue as research
conducted by the NSW
Motor Accident Authority

has shown that children are being

moved from child restraints into adult

seat belts before they are physically

ready. Also, 82% of children studied

were not fitted in an appropriate restraint
for their height and weight
and so were at risk of
potentially serious injury in
the event of a car crash.

Using two small grants
received from Kidsafe NSW,
a major focus of the local
campaign was ensuring that
this important information
reached parents and carers
in culturally and linguistically
diverse (CALD) communities,
as well as the wider

PROACTIVE SPORTS

This program has gone from strength to
strength since its establishment at Mt
Warrigal Primary School at the
beginning of 2006. What started as a
pilot program engaging a group of local
primary school aged boys

in play/sport activities

after school once a week

during Term 1, quickly

hatched a girls group as

well during Term 2. The

program was so well

received that the school,

the children and parents were keen to
keep it going for as long as possible.

Initially funded via a small CDSE grant
from Clubs NSW and supported by
Healthy Cities lllawarra and Warilla
North Community Centre, the funding
quickly came to an end, but fortunately,
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due to the success of the pilot phase,

the program at Mt Warrigal Public

School has now been picked up by the

federal government’s Active After School
Communities funding
program which has
effectively secured its long
term future.

Helping to establish this

program for childrenin a

community where many

could not afford, or do not

have the social supports
to participate in after school activities,
has been a very worthwhile initiative for
Healthy Cities lllawarra. We are now
exploring other opportunities to facilitate
after school outdoor play opportunities
in socially disadvantaged communities
across the lllawarra.

Workshops were run for
groups of parents and carers in the
Arabic, Turkish, Serbian/Bosnian,
Vietnamese, and Chinese communities,
as well as for a group of new arrivals
from the lllawarra TAFE.

After submitting an expression of
interest, Healthy Cities lllawarra has
now been invited to submit a detailed
funding application for the possible
establishment of a Regional Child
Safety Advocate position. Funding is
currently on offer from the Federal
Department of Health and Ageing for the
Australia-wide development of
community based falls and injury
prevention programs.

This is an exciting opportunity for
Healthy Cities to establish a program
which, over 18 months, will work in both
the Shoalhaven and lllawarra, to see
child safety promotion recognised and
integrated into the core business of
community based agencies working
with children and families. The position
will work to build partnerships and links
between agencies and services to
assist them to identify priority child
safety issues and prevention
opportunities most relevant to their
work.

We are hopeful of getting this project
approved and will know the outcome of
our application by the time the next
newsletter is due!

ealthy Cities lllawarra (HCI) has
H lost its bout against the

substantially heftier Australian
Tax Office (ATO) inregard to its
application for charitable Deductible Gift
Recipient status as a Health Promotion
charity. Unfortunately, the Deputy
President of the Administrative Appeals
Tribunal (AAT) agreed with the ATO, that
Healthy Cities lllawarra did not meet the
criteria for a Health Promotion charity
under the tax act.

Although conceding that some of HCI's
activities were the prevention and
control of disease, they did not agree
with our contention that such issues as
environmental health or the
consequences of injury eg. brain or
spinal damage were “diseases”.
Therefore on balance HCI was not
principally involved in the “promotion of
the prevention and control of disease”.

This was a very disappointing decision
and has considerable implications for
the capacity of HCI to generate
alternative sources of project funding.
There is consideration of an appeal,
however we would not be confident that
this will proceed. HCI would like to
thank Deacons Law Firm, Counsel Mr
Mark Brabazon who kindly took on the
case pro bono and spent many long
hours preparing all the documentation,
legal arguments and presenting a
thorough and well argued case. Also to
Professor Fran Baum, Associate
Professor Peter Sainsbury and the
Australian Health Promotion
Association for the various expert
assistance they provided.

Taskforce is now in full swing,
and there’s plenty of reason to
be! There has been a lot of debate
around the Crown St Mall in
Wollongong —in particular whether to
open it to traffic or keep it pedestrian.
The task force wrote to the lllawarra
Mercury and local councillors recently,
outlining our society’s unhealthy
addiction to cars and the role of walking
and cycling (in conjunction with high
quality public transport) in creating
urban environments that are safe,
healthy, enjoyable to be a part of and
which will be all these things in 30 or
40 years’ time.

Recently similar planning issues have
arisen around the famous Sea Cliff
bridge. Cyclists seem to have been
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forgotten with this new icon of the
lllawarra — the generous footpath is
deemed now for pedestrians only. Awell
proportioned, dedicated pedestrian path
is always welcome, however on-road
lanes for cyclists don't exist on the
bridge and no other provisions for
cyclists have been made on a major
tourist attraction that would be a perfect
part of a longer ride.

“Psst”Campaign Success

World No Tobacco Day was held on
the 31 of May, and the lllawarra
Tobacco Control Coalition delivered
another successful day in our region.

This years’ campaign was called the
‘Psst’ campaign, and focussed on
alerting people to the dangers of illegal
- or ‘chop-chop’ —tobacco. Chop-chop
is leaf tobacco sold under the counter
illegally, and is sold by weight, usually
cheaper than commerical tobacco.
Sellers can sell at a cheaper price
because they mix the tobacco with
impurities. Also, as it is sold by weight
it is often dampened to make it heavier,
which means it can be mouldy.
Inhaling mould spores can have
serious detrimental health effects.

The Psst campaign attracted a great
deal of media attention, with interviews
on television and radio, and in local
newspapers. Posters were developed
and distributed widely.

Additionally, Arabic laguage resources
were developed and distributed to the
relevant locations and organisations.
